Damage Assessments indicated some crop damage on the western side of the state.  A couple of veterinary clinics in the coastal counties received minor damage but most are operational.  A veterinary clinic in Claiborne County is at risk of being flooded and precautions are being taken to protect life and property there.  MBAH personnel and equipment have been deployed to assist in these efforts.

The MS Veterinary Strike Team and Search and Rescue Teams have been taken off standby.  

The MBAH continues to support efforts to assist the MSDH with the Special Needs shelter at the Hinds CC, Raymond Campus shelter.  

Evacuees from Harrison and Hancock Counties will be taken back to the counties in the morning The MBAH will be moving the residents’ animals back in the re-entry.  One vehicle will take animals back to Harrison County and one vehicle will take animals to Hancock County.  Animals will be re-united with their owners at the pickup points.

Future Operations

· Support the MSDH Special Needs shelter as able

· Continue shelter operations at the Jackson Coliseum Fairgrounds as long as needed

· Return coastal residents and their pets back to the coast
· Plan to demobilize the shelter operations
· Situation reports will go out after the afternoon briefing daily until further notice
· Review ongoing damage assessments to determine additional needs of the public and veterinary clinics on the coast
