                        Pet Evacuation Kits to be Delivered to Needy Pet

The Humane Society of Louisiana has identified several  pet owners in several different neighborhoods,  who are in need of pet evacuation supplies.   The group has spoken to scores of pet owners throughout the Metropolitan area, many of whom are still lacking basic evacuation supplies, such as pet carriers, collars, leashes, bowls and extra food.   

To assist needy pet owners, the group has assembled approximately 50 pet carriers in different sizes and evacuation supplies that will distributed to pet owners during the next 2-3 weeks.  The carriers, bowls and leashes have all been donated by the PetsMart Charities Foundation, which has joined forces with the Humane Society to help prepare pet owners for future evacuation procedures.  To qualify for this pet assistance program, pet owners must be show proof of registration with other federal or state assistance programs,  such as social security, disability and/or other related programs. 

The Humane Society is a member of LSART, the Louisiana State Animal Response Team, and is dedicated to helping pet owners evacuate safely with their companion animals during the event of any emergency.
